If you are getting a CHIP (87-04)

1. If you are getting a “Chip” such as all 95 and older vehicles, please be sure that your PCM is hanging out and ready to be chipped. The PCM is located behind the passenger side kick panel, and can be removed with an 5.5mm and 10mm sockets.

2. Before bringing the car to us, you must remove the PCM from the harness to clean the chip contacts. On the PCM there is either a small black or thin metal cover, pry this off gently and then a double sided flat electrical connector will be exposed. 

3. You will notice that the terminals have a coating on them; this coating must be removed thoroughly, or the chip will not make proper contact with the PCM. To remove the coating, you must remove the cover of the PCM using 7/32’s socket. 

4. It is imperative that all the contacts are cleaned perfectly, BOTH top and bottom. Use a craft knife, paper clip, or awl to clean these contacts. After you have scrapped away most of the coating, you can use a piece of emery cloth, or scotch pad to clean the surface even more, clean until you see COPPER and do not go any further or PCM damage will occur. Clean one contact at a time and do not go across the contacts. Once you get down to the copper, clean the contacts with a clean, lint free cloth, soaked in rubbing alcohol. 

5. While the PCM is out, make a note of the 4 digit code on the terminal block, we will need this code to get your tune started. It will be alphanumeric and in bold (refer to PCM locations on last page). 

If you are getting your PCM flashed 2 (96-07)

1. Flashing is much easier than chips. It is only available for the 96+ vehicles equipped with an OBDII port. 

2. All that is required from you is for you to provide us with the PCM code. Please refer to the PCM locations list on the last page. 
3. Please be sure you do not have a chip installed on your PCM.  If you have a chip, IT MUST BE REMOVED BEFORE YOU TUNE WITH A FLASH CALIBRATION, if not PCM damage will occur!

Below are a few things to check before you arrive for your tune. These are things that should be done before you arrive, and will help the tuner create the best tune for your application. 

1. Timing – If you have a car that is equipped with a distributor, it is required to set your base timing to 10 degrees. If you have a car with an aftermarket balancer, pointer, rebuilt motor, milled heads, make sure TDC is set. If you are not sure how to do this, we can assist you when you arrive to the shop. (additional charges may apply) 

2. Fuel System and Pressure – If your vehicle is equipped with an aftermarket fuel pressure regulator, please make sure it is set to the base fuel pressure of 39.5psi. If you have a supercharged or turbocharged vehicle, please make sure that you have the vacuum line connected to the boost side of the blower. Please make sure that you have properly sized injectors to your application. Blown vehicles with returnless fuel systems should have either a Focus pump or an 03 Cobra fuel system, we will max out a stock NA fuel system! Returnless fuel system vehicles cannot be properly tuned with a “Wet” Nitrous system. Absolutely NO FMU’s!
3. Mass Air Meter – Please make sure that you have a properly sized MAF on your vehicle. If you are not sure, or have questions about your current MAF, please feel free to call us. Most blown cars will exceed the stock NA MAF almost immediately. We recommend the 90mm Lightning MAF for vehicles making 440hp or less. If you are expecting to make between 450-650hp, we highly suggest the SCT big MAF 2400. If you are expecting to make 700-850hp, we suggest the SCT Big MAF 2800. 

4. Spark Plugs – You should have fresh plugs in the car before you get tuned. We prefer that you run copper plugs, especially on blown vehicles. Gaps should be set to 0.050” for NA vehicles, and 0.025-0.030” for blown cars. Please make sure you have good plug wires. 

5. Air Temp Sensor – On all blown vehicles, the ACT sensor MUST be located AFTER the blower. 03-04 Cobra’s have two, one located before and one located after, this is fine. 

6. Mechanical Problems – Please make sure that the vehicle is mechanically sound. No smoking or leaking vehicles. If your car is showing a CEL (check engine light) please diagnose it before your tune.
